All new students will automatically be considered for the Bernard Osher Scholarship.  Priority will be given to high school students graduating in June, 2011 who have submitted their 2011-0212 FAFSA by April 15th.  The scholarships will be targeted to full-time, matriculated, associate degree-seeking students with demonstrated financial need.  
 
 
Students must meet the following eligibility requirements:
 
         Be registered for at least 12 credit hours each semester (Full-time status will be determined at the end of the add/drop period.)
         Financial eligibility will be determined according to federal methodology
         Be a Maine resident, as defined for YCCC tuition purposes
         Achieve minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.5 by the end of the first semester and/or maintain a 2.5 GPA.  
         Follow and maintain satisfactory academic progress as defined by YCCC’s college standards. Professional judgment may be exercised in the continuation of a student’s Osher Scholarship status where, for example, student or family illness may cause incomplete grade reports, etc. 
 
The YCCC Student Financial Aid Office will begin awarding the Bernard Osher Scholarship after April 15, 2011.   Recipients will be notified by mail.  The maximum award per academic year is $1000.00. Funds will be applied to the student’s account after the add/drop period, one-half ($500.00) during the Fall 2011 semester and the other half ($500.00) in the Spring 2012 semester.
