Scholarship Description:

Additional classes will be full price. Parents/Guardians are responsible for balance due after
scholarship is approved.

Scholarship applicants must meet the following criteria to receive financial assistance:
1. Meet the age/ grade level requirement of the class. During the fall of 2017, students must
be entering the grade level listed for each course.

3. Provide one of the following:

[1 a copy of the student’s current free/reduced lunch program confirmation,

[ a letter from the child’s school regarding confirmation of need-based tuition assistance, or

[1 Verification of participation in some state/federal financial assistance program, such as WIC,
Medicaid, etc.
